Abstract; African studies in the United States has experienced a century of
development and change, getting rid of the dependence on FEuropean research
authorities , cultivating a large number of researchers,as well as establishing a number of
renowned research institutions and academic research groups represented by the
“American Institute for African Studies”. African studies in the United States are
funded by the Department of State, Department of Education, the military, and other
officials, as well as social capital, such as the Ford Foundation, the Rockefeller
Foundation, and the Carnegie Foundation, forming a relatively stable research and
funding system. Due to its unique history and national conditions, African studies in the
U. S. has been driven by the domestic black rights movement, and has shown three
characteristics ; anti — racialism in academic views, black scholars as the main body of
the research group,and relatively weak international academic influence. In the future,
similar to other national and regional studies in the United States, African studies in the
United States faces the problem of how to balance between “factual research” and
